The Envirothon teaches comprehensive environmental
sensitivity and ecosystem awareness.

What Yow Shouwld Know-

The goal of the Envirothon Program is to help students
become environmentally knowledgeable, skilled,
dedicated citizens who are willing to work individually
and collectively toward achieving and maintaining a
dynamic equilibrium between the quality of life and the
quality of the environment.

Participation in the Envirothon is open to all students
enrolled in grades 9-12 in public, private, vocational,
technical or home-school programs.

The Envirothon covers five study areas — Aquatic
Ecology, Forestry, Soils & Land Use, Wildlife — and
one current issue, which changes annually.

Past current issues have included such topics as
Hazardous Waste Disposal, Farmland Preservation,
Pesticides, Water Quality, and Nonpoint Source
Pollution.

A teacher’s guide, updated annually, highlights the
goals and learning objectives for each subject area. Also
included is a complete listing of suggested teaching
materials and instructions on how to obtain them.
Most materials are provided, free of charge, by Utah
Envirothon, environmental agencies or your local
conservation district.

The Envirothon includes two levels of competition:
state and international. The state Envirothon is a two-
day event which takes place in late April. The state
champion will represent Utah at the international
Canon Envirothon, a five day event scheduled within
the last week of July and the first two weeks of August.
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The Canon Envirothon, the world’s largest
environmental competition, is hosted by a different
state or Canadian province each year.

There is a $S75 participation fee for the state Envirothon
and is usually paid by the local conservation district. If
your team proceeds to the Canon (international)
Envirothon, all team/advisor expenses (registration,
travel, food, lodging) are paid through generous
support of UACD and other sponsoring agencies.

The Envirothon is a program of the Utah Association of
Conservation Districts. They are assisted by agencies
including the Utah 4-H, Natural Resource Conservation
Service, Utah Department of Agriculture and Food,
Utah Agriculture in the Classroom, Utah Division of
Water Quality, Utah FFA, USU Extension Forestry, and
USU Extension Water Quality.

The Utah Envirothon is sponsored by the Utah
Association of Conservation Districts, the Utah
Conservation Commission, and Utah’s thirty-eight
conservation districts.
